Academic World History 2017-18
Purpose:  To prepare students for Social Studies courses in 11th and 12th grades, while learning about ancient civilizations to the modern era.  This course is taught chronologically from prehistory to what’s occurring in the world today.

Class Materials: binder or spiral, writing materials, class handouts, internet access for notes, presentations, course website, Bounce Pages (Pearson), BLEND.
Grading System:  60% exams and projects; 40% homework and quizzes.  Up to five points of extra credit may be earned on major grades.

Test Corrections:  to improve your grade, you may schedule a correction session with any WH teacher. Retesting is available by teacher appointment.
Makeup & Late Work Policy:  to receive full credit after an excused absence, you have two blocks to return any work or take any tests that you missed.  Assignments that were due on the date of your absence are due the next time you come to class.  Late work is accepted until the end of each reporting period for a minimum of 50 and a maximum of 70 points.
